Human Trafficking
in Pennsylvania

Human trafficking is a type of
human rights abuse where people profit
from the exploifation of others — mainly
through the use of force, fraud or coercion
to manipulate victims info engaging in sex
acts or labor/services in exchange for
something of value. Those under age 18
who exchange sex for something of value
are human frafficking victims, regardiess of
whether force, fraud or coercion is involved.

Fingers fold over and around the thumb, there
symbolically “trappi t he
fingers,representing someone who is being
trafficked, trapped, abused, hurt or confined
against his or her will.
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
